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Jeep Jaunts

A tour rich in German national and
religious history is this week’s sugges-
tion for a jeep tour which starts from
Kassel with lwo alternative endings, one
at Wiesbaden and the other al Fulda.

Not far from Kassel, the first town
of inlerest s 1200-year-old Fritzlar,
which with the nearby village of G
mar is nolable for ils associalion with
Bonifatius and his conversion of the
German tribes Lo Christianity. Old forti-
fications dating from 744 ar¢ also lo
be found near Geismar al Ungedanken.

Waorld famous for its thermal springs
and historical associntions;” the next
town is Bad Wildungen, “cll worth a
stopover. From here the tour branches
inlo two allternalives.

At Marburg, 12th Century university
town, are also some notable historical
spols and at the next stop, Wetzlar,
among the interesting sights is the res-
idence of the German poet Goethe, at
11 Gewandgasse.

On the other branch of Ihe lour,
roule leads by Fritzlar and on lo -
bern and Melsungen, both with beauti-
ful old palaces. Bebra, a modern rail-
road center, is seen on the way fo
Hersfeld with its spa and famous
Benedictine Abbey, founded in 769.

Another spa, Salzschlirf, passed on
the way to Fulda, dales back to 744.
The abbey there was once the most
imporlant in Germany and since 1752
the town has Dbeen the residence of a
Catholic Bishop.

hat do our soldiers in Germany
think of the Germans? Is their attitude
so severe that it will provoke revenge-
ful outbursts? Or is it so gentle that
they are virtually enjoying a honey-
moon with the defeated foe?

These grave questions lead to others.
\\ hat sort of information-educalion ac-
is desirable for our iroops in
r TO? What facls, help and lllsp:rnllﬂn
do they need while performing their
difficult and thankless task? ... I is
hoped that light may be shed on this
problem by the following notes, made
on a long four through the American
zone in Germany.

Crossing from France into Germany
is like crossing inte another world.
The inner city at Nuremberg looks like
a malchbox you have slepped on. Big
or small, so many German cilies are

heaps of jackstraws. They smell of
dead fire, wel ash.
But out in the country the big,

strong, healthy, sun-tanned populalion
is whistling at ils work. Our American
soldier sees the fields in perfect order,
the <clean little towns, storks on the
chimneys, flowers on the window sills,
every Ims[. bright and sweet.

He sces the rural German indusirious
at all tasks of reconstruction. They
have long calen well, for their crops
have been rich and plentiful, .'mﬁ

Well, he says, Hitler really did solve
the terrible poverly, unemployment
and depression; perhaps he proved in
the end, as you say, an evil man, but
you cannot blame everybody in Ger-
many for thal.

The German goes on talking. “Yes,
Goering  did many bad and foolish
things; he was wrong, in fact, about
everything but one thing. Bul that we
must gran! him for he was right about
the Russians. Any scnsible person can
sce thal as soon as we Germans catch
our breath we must fight the Russians,
and in that fight we are going to be
on your sidel”

Too much of whal the German says
seems to make sense to a man who is
nol fully informed. Perhaps the Ger-
man chooses a friendly, homesick
American boy to talk to; a boy who
has always been blindly obedient to
circumstances himself.

Then the American may conclude
that the German people are much like
ourselves, industrious, clean, bursting
with health, fond of sunshine —and
what's more, lheir prices don’t bank-
rupt him, They seem like nice people,
and he usually believes what nice peo-
ple tell him. Thesc nice people don't
have much feeling of guill, or respons-
ibility for the war.

If you're wondering where the Of-
ficers’ Club got its name here’s how.
Going back to the 18th century we find
that Frederick the Greal, during his
reign as ruler of Prussia, built a mag-
nificent castle. It was his wish thal
when any person entered his castle he
was Lo leave his worries and cares
behind him and have a merry time.
French being the international cultural
language of thal period, the castle was
named in French Sans Souci, meaning
“wilhout a care.” Feeling the same
way aboul their club as Frederick did
about his castle the officers thus chose
Sans Souci,

Antedating the castle’s history by
literally ages, the geology of Gleiberg
Mountain is a story in ilself.
